How You’re Going To Organize This: 

As families arrive, direct the kids to one side of room to play the game, while parents 

go to other side to hear about Cub Scouting.   Be sure to have applications, and your   

information sheets ready for distribution.  Welcome families and explain what 

Scouting does, how the Pack operates and review general Joining Night information.

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Halloween Costume Party 

Required:  

• Costumes! (Kids bring their own, but have a few extra handy. Batman is always popular) Having costumes means new 

Scouts don’t feel out of place not having a uniform. 

• Provide Fall snacks such as apples, donuts, cider and candy corn. 

Optional:  

No Hands Donut Eating Contest 

Suspend snack size donuts from a horizontal pole by a length of string. Have Scouts have to eat the donut as it bounces 

on the string while their hands are tied behind their back. First Scout to eat theirs wins! 

 

 

Devoted Bring a Buddy Event 

Required: 

• BUDDIES! 

• Patches 

 

Instructions: 

Scouts are instructed to bring a friend from school not already involved in a Unit. Scouts that do bring a buddy will receive 

a patch to add to their uniform. 

 

Games: 

• Play tandem focused games. Matt-ball is an indoor variation on kickball that requires Scouts to run as a pair 

• Charades 

• 3-legged Race 

• Focus on games that include the buddies and allow them to hang out throughout the night.
