Arrow of the Light (5th grade) - Leaders:

Arrow of the Light will start working on their Bobcat Badge.  They learn the Scout Salute, hand shake, Scout Law, Scout Oath, Scout Motto, Scout Sign and Stranger Danger.   The Arrow of Light book there are four Arrow of Light Rank Requirements and when the scout achieves each requirement they will get a belt loop and when they have received all four belt loops they will earn the Arrow of Light Badge.   If a new scout joining as Arrow Light, he will need to do the requirements of Webelos.
